Pangallo has a call scheduled with Mariah Kurtz (Franklin Regional Council of 

Governments) and representatives from Leverett and Shelburne Falls regarding a 

shared housing coordinator position among the three communities.  They will be 

talking with Stuart Saginor, Executive Director of the Community Preservation 

Coalition to discuss the eligibility of CPA money to fund such a position.  With the 

extensive list of responsibilities, it may well be that some duties are covered and 

others not. 

 

4. Annual Report  

The State has a deadline of November 2nd for Town Reports, however Shutesbury 

consistently missed this deadline.  In an effort to address this issue, Brennan Mailloux 

is trying to rectify this issue in the future and is also try to wrap up the FY 2025 

Report as quickly as possible.  

 

Committee members commented on the CPC Report compiled by Chair Pangallo and 

complimented him on the thorough review of the committee’s activities last year.  

There were no suggested edits to the report as presented. 

 

5. Unanticipated business/updates 

Pangallo saw Mark Rivers from the Lake Wyola Advisory Committee (LWAC) who 

indicated that LWAC will likely have an application submitted for this year’s funding 

cycle.  Willson also reported that there may be an application for a possible land 

purchase forthcoming in coordination with the Kestrel Trust.
